For those of you who don't know, The Boldness is a monthly Melbourne-based community radio show on 3CR 855AM. The name "Boldness" reflects the front required by people with disabilities to get their rights heard, and to demand their rights.  It achieves this through dissecting and discussing  themes.  Last month's Boldness theme was Education & Disability.

In the February Boldness, we talked to Vision Australia about the closure of schools for the blind. We also spoke with Julie Phillips, Manager of the Disability Discrimination Legal Service & Access Law consultant about disability discrimination in education. We also discussed the merits of mainstream versus Special School education.
